Randy Kittle, DENR, has notified the City that authorization has 
been delayed for the playground equipment grant due to the government 

shutdown.  A meeting will be held with the Brookings Register this week to discuss 
updating the community guide for use at the Sesquicentennial celebration and 

other upcoming community events.  New applications have been received from 
MRES for the 2019 rebate program.
